Create Your Own Word Problem Worksheet: 
	Instructions: (100 points) Your job is to create your own word problem using fractions.  The first step in creating a word problem is that it must have a math operation such as addition, subtraction, multiplication or division between two numbers.  One of those numbers must be a fraction. You must also have an answer to the problem (For example: ½ - ¼ = ¼).  Next, think of a story to put that math problem in (For example: Peter gave Jean half a pizza.  Jean ate half of what was given to her.  How much pizza did Jean have left over?) This example is a one step word problem.
